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Key Elements of Patient Safety
1. A shared belief that although health care is a high-risk undertaking, 

delivery processes can be designated to prevent failures and harm 
to participants.

1. An organizational commitment to detecting and analyzing patient 
injuries and near misses.

1. An environment that balances the need for reporting of events and 
the need to take disciplinary action.
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
